8. Volume Control

When you first program your remote, volume / mute are
controlled through your TV (except AUDIO which defaults
to the AUDIO device). The volume control options in each
mode of the remote are:
CBL TV (default), Cable or Audio.
v TV (default), Cable or Audio.
VCRTV (default), Cable or Audio.
DVD TV (default), Cable or Audio.
AUD  AUDIO device (default), Cable or TV.
To control volume / mute through your AUDIO device in
the remotes Cable mode:
1. Press [CBL], then [SEL / OK] together until the [CBL]
button illuminates.
2.Press [VOL +], then [AUD]. The [CBL] button will
blink 3-times and go out.
To retum volume control to your TV, repeat step 1, then
press [VOL+], then [TV] in step 2.

9. Channel Memory Buttons - [ON DE AND
[BYPASS], [MTS / HELP], [UNLABE hﬁ
Your remote has 4 Channel Memory Buttons ([ON
DEMAND], [BYPASS], [MTS / HELP], [UNLABELLED)]),
which may be labeled differently or pre-set to channels
or functions selected by your cable operator. Each of
these buttons can store up to five (5) cable channels.
If the Channel Memory Buttons have not been pre-set
by your cable operator, they can be programmed as
follows:
Programming the Channel Memory Buttons
For example, to program the [ON DEMAND] button to
cable channels 1,12, 123, 1234, 17, follow these steps:
1. Press [ON DEMAND)], then [CBL] together until the
[CBL] button illuminates.
2. Enter each channel as follows (up to 5-digits):
a. Enter 1* channel # - 0001.
b. Press [CH +] to advance to next channel # setting.
c. Enter 2™ channel # - 0012.
d. Press [CH +] to advance to next channel # setting.
e. Enter 3¢ channel # - 0123.
f. Press [CH +] to advance to next channel # setting.
g. Enter 4" channel # - 1234.
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h. Press [CH +] to advance to next channel # setting.
i. Enter 5" channel # - 0017.
3.Press [ON DEMAND] to store the above channels.
The [CBL] button will blink 3-times and go out. To
store fewer than 5 channels, press [ON DEMAND]
any time after entering a complete channel number.
4.To program the other Channel Memory buttons,
repeat Step 1above, then press [BYPASS] or [MTS /
HELP] or [UNLABELLED] and [CBL] together until
the CBL button illuminates.
Using Channel Memory Buttons
Once the [ON DEMAND] button has been programmed,
every time you press it will tune your cable set-top box
to the next programmed channel. When you reach the
end, it will start over.
Whenever any Channel Memory button is pressed, the
function of the transport buttons will automatically
switch back to your Cable set-top box.
When pressing the Channel Memory Buttons, be sure to
keep the remote control pointed at your cable set-top
box to ensure the full channel numbers are received in
their entirety.

10. Video Source

This button changes the input source of your electronic
devices. In the remote's:
Cable mode, this button operates a cable function.
TV mode, this button changes the Input Source
(Input 1, Input 2...) on your TV.
VCR mode, this button changes the TV / VCR Input
on your VCR.
DVD mode, this button changes the Input Source on
your DVD Recorder.
You can program this button so that in the remote's
Cable mode, [VIDEO SOURCE] will operate the Input
function on your TV, VCR or DVD, eliminating the need
to change modes on the remote.
To program [VIDEO SOURCE] to operate your TV Input
function in the remotes cable mode:
1. Press [VIDEO SOURCE], then [SEL / OK] together
until the [CBL] button illuminates.
2.Press [TV]. The [CBL] button will blink 3-times and
go out.
Note : You can also press [VCR] in step 2 above to
operate the TV / VCR function on your VCR or [DVD] to
operate the Input Source on your DVD or [CBL] to
return to the normal Cable Video Source function.

To reset your remote control to its factory default settings:
1. Press [CBL], then [SEL / OK] together until the [CBL]
button illuminates.

2. Press [1]. The [CBL] button will blink 3 times and go
out.

. If the same button is pressed and held for 45-seconds,
your remote control will turn itself off automatically.
This extends the battery life should the remote
become lodged under or between heavy objects, for
example sofa cushions.

2.When the batteries become low and need to be

replaced, the [CBL], [TV], [VCR], [DVD] and [AUDIO]

buttons will not illuminate normally or at all during use,
and the remote will no longer operate your devices.

When this occurs, replace the existing batteries with

two (2) new AA alkaline batteries to restore normal

operation to the remote. If your remote still does not
operate, you may want to check to see if any of the
buttons are stuck in their “down” position.

3. If you have a TV thats operated by remote control, it is

recommended that you plug it directly into a wall outlet
instead of the cable set-top box.

4. If you have any questions concerning the brand, model

or operation of your cable set-top box, contact your
cable operator.

5. If your remote control was manufactured before the
revision date of this manual, its possible some of the
setup codes may not operate your electronic devices.
If this happens, contact your cable TV provider.

13. Additional Programming Information

1. Your remote is equipped with a Point and Press®
Programming label on the battery door. This will
help you quickly program the remote without using
codes.

Point and Press® Programming

1. Turn on TV, VCR, DVD, Audio devices.

2.Press [SEL /OK]+[MUTE] together until the power
buttons blink in sequence.

3.Press and hold [CHA] button until one device turns off.
When one device turns off, release [CH A] button.

4.Press [MUTE]. If the device that turned off turns back on,
press[SEL / OK] to lock code. If device that turned off
does not turn back on, press [CH ¥]one step at time until that
device turns back on. Then press [SEL /OK] to lock code.

5.Repeat steps 2 to 4 above for each remaining device
you wish to program remote to operate.

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2. The power / mode buttons will illuminate in slow-
rotation (i.e. CBL = TV =» VCR =» DVD = AUDIO =
CBL...) while the remote is in a programming mode.
In the absence of a keypress entry, the power /
mode buttons will stop illuminating after 45-seconds
and the remote will exit the programming mode.

3.When using the Point and Press® Programming
method:

a. You may find a code that turns a device off but not
back on. If this happens.

1. The correct code has not been found as you
may have a code that operates some but not all
of the functions of your device. Continue pressing
[CH +] until your device turns on.

Or

2. You may have gone past the correct matching
code. Try pressing [CH -] one press at a time until
you find a code that turns your device back on.

b.The order in which you program your electronic
devices is not important.

c.There may be several codes that turn your
electronic devices on / off. Once you lock-in a code,
be sure to check the available functions for that
device (i.e. TV - Vol +/-, Mute, TV Input (Video
Source button); VCR - Play, Stop..; DVD - Play,
Stop...; AUDIO - Vol +/-, Mute) to see if they are
operating.

d. While the remote is searching for the correct setup
code(s) for your electronic devices, it is possible
that previously programmed devices may turn on /
off. If this occurs, continue pressing the [CH +] or
[CH -] buttons until you find the correct code for the
device you are programming.

e.lt may take several minutes for the remote to find
the correct code that tums your device off. During
this time, the power / mode buttons will illuminate in
fast-rotation (i.e. CBL = TV = VCR = DVD =
AUDIO = CBL...).
